If you are a parent with an accident free teenage driver, consider yourself lucky.

Statistics show that 17 American Teenagers die in auto accidents everyday and 77% of those accidents are caused by avoidable mistakes made by these inexperienced drivers.

If it was we wouldn’t have tens of thousands of folks dying on American roads and millions being injured every year.

	 All young drivers start out with very little knowledge or understanding of the complexities of driving a motor vehicle. These skills are needed to properly make the many continuous decisions, small and large, that add up to safe driving. This is why it is so necessary for them to practice with an adult in all kinds of conditions, before and after they get their license.
Statistics show that one in four teens will have a crash in their first year of driving. Teen drivers are different from other drivers, and their crash experience is different.  Compared to other drivers, a higher proportion of teenagers are responsible for their fatal crashes because of their own driving errors.
So as a parent, what can you do? 
Veteran driving safety expert and accredited driving instructor Mike Pehl is passionate about the issue of teenage driving safety. His years of experience as an accident investigator and driving instructor have convinced him that the statistics for young drivers do not have to be so bad.   
“Parents hold the keys to prevention,” Pehl says. “One of the biggest things a parent can do to reduce the chances of their teen becoming another fatal statistic is to make time to supervise their son or daughter’s driving practice.”

Mike is adamant about teaching teens to “drive safe and ride safe” because driving is a learned skill acquired with much practice. “Our kids practice football, hockey or band everyday. So it makes sense that before you send your kid out in a two ton killing machine alone on the road, that they get plenty of practice.” 

It is reported that teen drivers significantly reduce their risk of crashing if they have logged at least 50 hours of supervised driving before driving alone.
